We look forward to seeing your child at Summer WRAP!  Our program runs from 9:00am-3:00pm, however Extended Day is available for an additional fee (go to winrec.com to register): 
Early Drop Off 8:00am-9:00am
Summer WRAP Extended Day 3:00pm-6:00pm

Each day in Summer WRAP is filled with a variety of indoor and outdoor activities in and around the Recreation Department! All activities are organized and led by our certified Early Education and Care (EEC) educators who are fully trained in First Aid & CPR and are overseen by our WRAP Director, Carol McCollem.

Summer WRAP is licensed by the Department of Early Education and Care. Our Child Care Parent Handbook is attached to this email.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS
Your child must enter Grade 1 for Fall 2026 to attend this program.
Completed WRAP Parent Registration Forms (see attached) must be submitted before your child can attend camp.  These forms are applicable for Summer WRAP, Summer WRAP Extended Day, Vacation WRAP and WRAP 2026-2027 school year.  You only need to fill them out one time!  If your child has already attended Summer WRAP this summer and/or is enrolled in WRAP 2026-2027 School Year and you have completed and returned the forms, you DO NOT need to fill them out again. ARRIVAL PROCEDURES: 9:00am (8:00am for Summer WRAP Early Drop Off Registrants)
Students should be dropped off at the Winchester Recreation Department, Main parking lot, Marshall Road. Parents/guardians must park and walk their child to the playground entrance until your child is signed in by a staff member. Children will head up to the sport court to meet their groups.  Groups will be transitioning indoors at 9:15am.  Those arriving after 9:15am must walk their child into the building and check in at Recreation Main Office.
Late Drop Off: If you are running late please call the main office 781-721-7125 to give notice.

DISMISSAL PROCEDURES: 3:00pm (6:00pm for Summer WRAP Extended Day Registrants)
Students will be dismissed from the playground on the Marshall Road side of the building (same place as drop off). Please park your car and walk over to sign your child out from the check out staff.
Early Pick Up: If the camper is being picked up early, parents/guardians will park and enter the building on Marshall Road and check in with the staff at the Recreation Main Office. You will need to ring the doorbell to be buzzed into the building.

Late Pick Up: If children are not picked up by 3:00pm, they will be automatically transitioned into our Extended Day program at $40 for a daily drop-in rate. Children in Extended Day must be picked up by 6:00pm. Extended Day fee will not be refunded or prorated for any reason.  Please call us at 781-721-7125 if you are running late. 

Please Note: All caregivers approved for pick-up must be listed on the enrollment form. We will not release your child to anyone not listed on their enrollment form without written permission and ID*

WHAT TO BRING AND WEAR FOR A FUN DAY AT SUMMER WRAP
• Dress for an active day- Bring a backpack that fits the following: An extra shirt, bathing
suit for water play, towel, 2 nut-free snacks (am/pm snack times), a nutritious nut-free lunch and water bottle.
· Please note: no food that needs to be heated or prepared at WRAP
· Sneakers/closed toe shoes, no flip-flops or open-toed shoes.
·  Label ALL belongings (Please leave all valuables and electronics home).
·  Please apply sunscreen/insect repellant in the morning at home. You may include sunscreen/insect repellant to reapply.

A SAMPLE WEEKLY SCHEDULE IS ATTACHED
A week specific email highlighting the group field trips, special events and visitors will be sent each Friday before the new session.

SUMMER WRAP FIELD TRIPS
 Each week we will go on a field trip.  Details and permission slips will be sent the week prior.

FIELD TRIPS THAT INCLUDE VISITS TO WATER PARKS
Davis Farmland (splash park), Canobie Lake.
Counselors will actively supervise the children during these field trips, both in and around the water. Despite lifeguards being on duty, counselors will be present in the water with the children.
There will be no horseplay in or near the water. Children are prohibited from touching or hanging on each other or staff while in the water.
WRAP participants will always remain together.
All counselors are certified in CPR and basic First Aid and have received training on supervision in and around water. All staff members have reviewed Christian’s Law water safety guidelines and are trained and equipped for supervising the children, prioritizing swimming safety while ensuring a fun, engaging, and safe water park experience.
If your child is a non-swimmer or an at-risk swimmer participating in water activities on any field trips, you may provide a USCG approved life jacket for their use during those activities.  Staff will ensure the child is wearing the life jacket during water activities.

HEALTH AND SAFETY
Contact the office before 8:30am if your child is absent for any reason.
WRAP illness policy:
· Fever (100+), Vomiting, Diarrhea- if your child has any of these symptoms, they cannot attend.
· Children must be free of symptoms without the aid of medications for 24 hours before returning to the program. If your child should develop any symptoms of illness while at camp, we will contact parents and arrange for a pick-up.
· If your child tests positive for Flu or Covid, they cannot attend until symptom free for 24 hours. A child on antibiotics who is well enough to attend must be on medication for 24 hours before returning.
· Our days are very active! If your child has any obvious signs of illness or is not feeling well enough for an active day, they should not attend.

MEDICATION:
EpiPens/Inhalers: If your child requires emergency medication including an EpiPen or inhaler, an Individual Health Care Plan form must be submitted. Please notify the director before your child registered week. Please provide an EpiPen/inhaler that can be kept at WRAP.  All medications must be in the original box with a prescription label attached.

CHILD GUIDANCE AND BEHAVIOR MANAGEMENT
Summer WRAP will provide positive and consistent guidance to children based on their individual needs and development.
General rules and regulations of WRAP will be discussed on the first day of each session during the daily welcome. WRAP has basic expectations of children, which include keeping their hands and body parts to themselves, walking when indoors, respecting others, and using equipment the way it was intended. We acknowledge and praise campers meeting expectations and displaying positive behavior.
Staff members facilitate conflict resolution between participants. Staff help children develop appropriate skills to promote discussion, compromise, and cooperation.
Participants who do not follow program rules and fulfill expectations will be asked a reasonable number of times to improve their behavior. Positive behaviors are encouraged through redirection of negative behavior. Staff will ensure that children understand what expectation they did not follow and what positive choices they can make to improve their behavior.
Additional information regarding rules, policies, and procedures for behavior management is in the Child Care Parent Handbook 2026-2027 attached to this email.

USE OF SUNSCREEN OR INSECT REPELLENT
Parental permission to apply sunscreen/insect repellent can be indicated on the Parent Enrollment Forms (attached). Parents/Guardians provide the product, and children apply their own sunscreen/insect repellent. Staff can assist and remind the children to reapply when necessary, however, staff will not apply sunscreen to your child. Parents should familiarize their child(ren) with product application. Due to allergies and sensitivity to products, children may not share sunscreen/insect repellent. All such items MUST be labeled with your child’s name.
We understand that ticks are a concern. We recommend doing a full tick check of your child at the end of each day.

ACCIDENTS & EMERGENCIES
Small bumps and bruises are a basic tenet of being a kid, but we will make every effort to keep our WRAP children safe through active supervision. Our staff are all certified in CPR and First Aid, and we always carry a robust first aid kit with us. Minor injuries will receive appropriate first aid. If an emergency injury or illness occurs, parents are contacted immediately, and a plan will be made to get the child to medical care as quickly as possible. If immediate care is necessary, EMS will be contacted prior to parent communication. Because of this, we need to have up-to-date contact information for our families, so please let us know of any changes in your contact information.
